Sept. 29 -30 26'" Sunday in Ordinary Time

Today we hear the story of the rich man and Lazarus,
the poor man. This is an important story to reflect upon
because it invites us to look at our lives in order to pre-
pare ourselves for the gift of eternal life that we inherit
through the sacrifice of Jesus on the Cross. When we
look beyond the temporal world that the society around
us emphasizes, we are challenged to focus our attention
on the gift of our eternal life.

Jesus invites us to come to Him and follow Him
through this life to the next. The Gospel message that we
hear week after week encourages us to focus on the love,
mercy and compassion of God the Father, as it is lived by
Jesus His Son. Jesus uses stories and parables to help the
people of His time and all generations to realize His invi-
tation to enter into the Kingdom of Heaven. These stories
are guidelines or road maps to the kingdom and we must
reflect on their significance for us in our lives.

They encourage us to ask two questions. How am |
living my life?, and How do these stories call me to con-
version? This particular story of the rich man encourages
us to reflect on the need to reach our to the less fortunate
while we are living in this world. We can't wait until the
end of our earthly life to experience conversion because
as Jesus says; “No one knows the day nor the hour when
the Son of Man will come again.”

The rich man realizes his mistakes after it is too late
and he desires for his brothers to be warned about the
fires of Hell. Jesus says that we have one greater than
Abraham to teach us and we are invited, like the first dis-
ciples to follow Him. May we not be like the rich man in
the Gospel, who is selfish and self-centered; but rather be
open to sharing our gifts and good fortune with those less
fortunate among us. May we truly open our eyes to rec-
ognize who is our neighbor and how do we treat them.

SILENCE BEFORE MASS
EXAMINATION OF CONSCIENCE

Silence is sacred. No words can adequately express
the mystery of God. Everything we try to say falls short.
In quietude, we can sense God’s presence even more
deeply than in sound.

At designated times during Mass, we fall silent to
offer prayers, to reflect on a reading or to thank God for
the Eucharist. But “even before the celebration itself, it is
commendable that silence be observed in the church, in
the sacristy, in the (vestibule), and in adjacent areas, so
that all may dispose themselves to carry out the sacred
action in a devout and fitting manner, (GIRM #45).

Many sounds precede Mass. At home and in the car,
you may have the television or radio on, or you may be
conversing with family and friends about many things. At
church, in the minutes before Mass begins, you might
hear people greeting people, someone leading the Rosary,
musicians (preparing), and many other things. The organ-
ist plays a prelude or the song leader might rehearse a
hymn with you. All these sounds serve some purpose and
they help to prepare us for the Eucharist.

But some time of silence beforehand helps everyone
to enter the Mass devoutly. In silent prayer, we think
about the role we are to play, the songs we will sing, the
prayers we will offer, the Scripture we will hear, the sac-
rifice we will make, the service we will give to our
neighbor, and the presence of Jesus Christ, who comes to
us in sacrament to nourish us at Mass and throughout the
week. His holiness renders us speechless — Paul Turner

TREASURES FROM OUR TRADITION

We’ve been thinking about names lately, and there is
hardly any tradition older than changing one’s name
when accepting a new vocation in life. In the time of Je-
sus, people would normally wait until the eighth day after
birth for the naming of a child, partly because of the fra-
gility of infant life, when the eighth day would mark the
end of a survival crisis, and also because the elders would
look for some clues as to the child’s identity. In Jewish
life then as now, it was not the custom to name a child
after a living parent; notice there are no “juniors” in the
genealogy of Jesus. Remember also how the relatives
complained to Zachary and Elizabeth that no one in their
family was ever named John. Then there are the changed
names, Abraham became Abram, Sarai became Sarah,
Saul became Paul, Simon became Peter. This spills over
into Western culture in many ways, such as British roy-
alty taking new names at coronation. It’s anybody’s
guess, for example, whether the Prince of Wales intends
to be King Charles II, or become Henry, or Edward, or
George if he wishes.

Members of religious orders have until recent years
swapped baptismal names for new ones, and the latest
pope made a switch as well, although some people
thought he might stick with “Josef.” Secular life has
many parallels, and movie stars like Cary Grant, Judy
Garland, and John Wayne might not have shone so
brightly as Archie Leach, Frances Gumm, and Marion
Morrison. There are some compelling reasons in our tra-
dition for taking a new name when undertaking a new
mission, yet also a clear preference for choosing the right
baptismal name from the start!
