WORTHY WITNESSES

It may seem odd that, so soon after celebrating Jesus’
glorious ascension into heaven, we hear the gruesome
tale of Stephen’s martyrdom. But even in our most cele-
bratory times, Christianity is a faith that always recalls
the difficulties of living the will of God in the world.
That is why the Church places Stephen’s feast day, De-
cember 26, immediately after our celebration of the birth
of Christ. In the rhythm of today’s readings, the account
of Stephen’s martyrdom is a reminder that, with Christ
ascended into heaven, the mission of giving witness to
him—including his suffering and death—falls to those
who have been baptized into the Holy Spirit and bear his
name. In his final moment, Stephen shows himself a true
namesake of Jesus, as he echoes the words of forgiveness
spoken from the cross. The prayer we hear Jesus offer in
today’s Gospel was also a prayer for Stephen, who came
to believe in Jesus through the word of the apostles. No
matter what fate life holds for us, we always have this
consolation of our Easter faith: Christ has prayed to the
Father on our behalf. Let us, like Stephen, be worthy wit-
nesses to our name “Christian.”

FAREWELL BLESSING

In the Hebrew scriptures the “farewell blessing” is a
fairly common way to end the story of the lives of the
great figures in Israel’s faith. The farewell blessings of
Jacob, Moses, and David are particularly notable. At the
end of Luke’s Gospel, we have a “farewell blessing” by
Jesus; it is the only time that Jesus is described as giving
a blessing to his disciples. Jesus’ farewell, of course, is
different. Unlike Jacob, Moses, and David, who gave this
blessing at the time of their deaths, Jesus bestows his
blessing as he prepares to enter into new and glorious life
seated at the right hand of God in heaven. His blessing,
like that of his predecessors, is meant to give them
strength and courage. But it also has another purpose: it
prepares them to be sent out on mission. In this way, it is
a precursor to the dismissal blessing we receive at the end
of every Mass. Yes, the grace of God’s blessing strength-
ens us, but it is also a dynamic force that sends us out on
a mission to continue the life and the work of the Risen
Christ.

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KNIGHTS OF COLUMBUS MEMBERSHIP
TOPS 1.8 MILLION
The Knights of Columbus passed a sig-
nificant milestone on April 30, 2010,
when its membership exceeded 1.8 mil-
lion. At the end of the last day of April,
the official tally of Knights of Columbus
around the world stood at 1,800,445.

"Achieving this milestone in membership is a testa-
ment to the high regard in which the Knights of Colum-
bus is held among Catholic men everywhere," Supreme
Knight Carl A. Anderson said. "We offer a unique op-
portunity to serve our church and our communities as one
of the most active service organizations anywhere in the
world. We truly offer the 'experience of a lifetime,' to
join brother Knights in a common effort to become better
fathers, better husbands, better citizens and better Catho-
lics, together with the opportunity to provide financial
protection for their families."

In the United States, jurisdictions adding the largest
number of new members were Texas, California, Florida,
Michigan and Illinois, which together accounted for
15,506 new members recruited since the beginning of the
current fraternal year on July 1, 2009. Those five states
accounted for more than one-third of the 45,180 new US
members.

The Order's newest jurisdiction, Poland, also grew
briskly, recruiting 291 new members and increasing its
membership by more than one-third in less than a
year. The Dominican Republic added 221 new members,
representing growth of twelve percent in less than a year.

Over the past ten months, the Knights of Columbus
has recruited 70,310 new members worldwide, and coun-
cils have two more months to recruit new members be-
fore the end of the fraternal year on June 30. A final tally
of Knights of Columbus membership for the 2009-2010
fraternal year will be announced in July. The number of
new members recruited will be offset by deaths and with-
drawals, and thus net growth in membership will be
slightly lower.
